b) Unproduced and unpublished

¢) Unencumbered by agreements for future production or publication

d) Not previously submitted for the Griffin Award

e) Playwrights must be citizens or permanent residents of Australia.

f) While all reasonable care will be taken with works submitted, no responsibility can be taken

for loss of material received.

g) The decision of the judging panel is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

h) The work must be submitted in an electronic version of the script via email.

1) Griffin shall have world-wide first right of refusal to produce the winning play for a period of 12
months following announcement of the winner.

j) Plays or performance texts submitted may be original ideas or adaptations from other forms providing that
permission to adapt the material has been obtained from the copyright holder.

It should have a cover page featuring the title of the
script. The pages should be numbered. There should be a character list indicating any necessary doubling.
2. Attach a detailed synopsis — 250-350 words.
3. Write all the personal information (detailed above) in the body of your email
4. Do not print your name on the title page or anywhere on the script — entries are judged
anonymously and your name should appear only in the body of your email.
